 Collection of rain water: All rainwater is directed off the roofs
via an extensive underground pipe network to a large
storage tank for use in the gardens.

e Bamboo is used for the restoration of floors, doors, windows
and joinery, a resource that replenishes itself naturally.

e The hotel’s precious indigenous plants, including palms and
hibiscus, were taken to a nursery for safe keeping during the
renovation and age old aloes were protected by shade cloth at
the edge of the property. Suitable new indigenous plants have
also been planted extensively.

o Waste is strictly separated by hotel staff and all suitable
waste is sent for recycling.

e An earth worm farm has been introduced for use in the
gardens.
